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RENTAL HANDBOOK
 Welcome:
The facilities that you see around you are owned by the Lake Melville Ministerial Association Inc. and have been operated by the LCYC Operating Committee since the 1960s.  The purpose of all that effort over the years has been to provide a Christian camping experience for the people of Labrador.

The Lodge has a kitchen, bathrooms and large meeting/dining area with a fireplace and has a capacity of about 60 people.  Smaller groups may also choose to use our three heated sleeping cabins with enough bunks for 38.  There is also an outdoor fire pit and  picnic area overlooking Gosling Lake.

LCYC can only continue and succeed with the support, and cooperation of you, the people who use LCYC.  This handbook contains some information, regulations and suggestions which we hope will make your stay here more enjoyable and our job of maintaining LCYC a little easier.

May you sense God's presence in this part of creation; may your relationships with other campers blossom; and may your camping experience be all that you hoped and more.

Please note the following:

Cell phone Please bring one with you in case of emergencies since there is no phone at the camp.
Water  The switch for the water pump is on the cupboard to the left of the kitchen sink. Please turn it on when you arrive and off when you leave. Please practice water conservation as we have a limited supply in our storage tanks.

Safety Tips  Decide on your camp boundaries and notify your campers about out of bounds areas.  A large first aid kit is kept in the main lodge by the women’s washroom for your use.  However, if you plan to take children hiking away from the campsite, you should provide small first aid kits which can be carried in knapsacks.

All Buildings and grounds are smoke-free, alcohol-free & drug-free!  If you must smoke, please do so outside, in a designated area away from buildings and deposit your butts in a coffee tin filled with sand. Please do not litter! Be very cautious with ashes and butts. Forest fires are a real danger!
Canoe Rentals  LCYC has 9 canoes in good condition available for rent.  There are also life-jackets of various sizes. Please handle canoes with proper care. Renters are responsible for replacing any paddles which are lost or broken during their use of the canoes.

Water safety  There must be a responsible, properly trained person in charge of all canoe or swim outings.  LCYC does not provide water safety personnel.  Group leaders assume responsibility for providing trained personnel if they wish to include swimming or canoeing in the program.  Life-jackets must be WORN by all people in canoes.

Fire Safety  Outdoor fires are to be lit only in the designated campfire pit and the fire must be out before you leave it. From May 15th to October 15th you must contact the Provincial Forestry Department at Northwest River (497-8485) PRIOR to your planned campfire. 

Wildlife  If you see a bear on camp property please contact the Forestry Department (497-8485) and also notify the camp chairperson (896-0837).
Overnight Accommodations  Maximum accommodation overnight is 38.  Mattresses are NOT to be removed from the sleeping cabins.  The Lodge is NOT to be used for SLEEPING.

Cleaning  Our fees will remain low only if groups continue to do a thorough job of cleaning.  Groups who have not mopped or cleaned well will lose their deposit.

While using our facilities, please be sure to look after the following:
1) Sweep cabins daily and remove garbage. Care is to be taken with food in the cabins.

2) Sweep the Lodge including the entrance areas and stairs daily.

3) Sweep the bathrooms daily and wash the toilets with disinfectant.

KITCHEN:
1) Sweep kitchen floor after every meal.

2) After washing pots and pans they should be put away upside down.

3) Keep the refrigerators and stoves clean.

4) Wipe down counters after every meal.

5) Please do not leave food out in the kitchen or on the steps overnight as it attracts animals and flies.

DEPARTURE CHECKLIST - Prior to leaving please clean the facilities using the following checklists:
LODGE
1) No food (of any amount) is left in the kitchen (check the fridges).

2) Kitchen sinks, counters, stove-tops, etc. are wiped down

3) Dishes are away, and pots are upside down

4) Toilets are cleaned

5) Bathroom sinks and counters are wiped down

6) Woodbox in Lodge is refilled

7) Tables collapsed & dining chairs stacked

8) Chairs returned to side of room

9) Front steps and ramp are swept

10) All garbage cans are emptied (garbage must be taken with you)

11) All floors are swept and mopped, mops rinsed and turned upside down to dry

12) All windows and doors secured.

13) The grounds are free of litter.

CABINS

1) Cabin garbage cans are empty

2) Mattress covers are washed off

3) Cabin doors and windows are closed and secured

4) Cabin lights are turned off 

5) Cabin floors are swept
